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Message from the President & CEO

Providing momentum in
the drive to end
homelessness among
military veterans, the
San Diego Housing
Commission (SDHC)
received an additional
177 federal housing
vouchers to provide
rental assistance to

veterans in a program that includes case
management and clinical health services.

The announcement was made by San Diego City
Council President Todd Gloria at the 27th annual
Stand Down, held at San Diego High School’s
Balboa Stadium by Veterans Village of San Diego, a three-day event to provide support
and services to homeless veterans.

Including the newly announced vouchers from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD), SDHC has received 797 Veterans Affairs Supportive Housing (VASH)
vouchers since the program began. The estimated total annual value of these vouchers is
more than $6.8 million.

HUD defines chronic homelessness as being continuously homeless for a year or more or
experiencing at least four episodes of homelessness in the last three years while also
having a disability.

I would also like to share with you additional important SDHC activities:

SDHC Assists with Stable Housing for Homeless Individuals

More than 700 homeless men and women moved into more stable permanent or longer-
term housing as a result of help they received at the City of San Diego’s two emergency
winter shelters, which remained in continuous operation for an unprecedented 19 months.

The Single Adult Emergency Winter
Shelter (200 beds) and the Veterans
Emergency Winter Shelter (150 beds)
closed Tuesday, July 1, ending their
longest run ever. They will reopen
around Thanksgiving for regular
operation during the winter months.

SDHC administers the contracts for
the homeless emergency winter
shelters. In April 2014, SDHC
partnered with Mental Health Systems,
Inc., to provide enhanced case
management, using a new, coordinated intake system to identify each individual’s needs,
then follow a case plan toward obtaining stable housing and income.

SDHC Partnership: The Churchill - A Second Century

Interior demolition is underway at The Churchill, a historical hotel that is being renovated
to create 72 affordable studios for homeless individuals in Downtown San Diego.

SDHC and its nonprofit affiliate,
Housing Development Partners (HDP),
are collaborating to preserve this
affordable housing from the former
Hotel Churchill, which was built in
1914. When completed early in 2016,
The Churchill will set aside 56 units for
veterans and 16 units for transitional
age youth.

The $17 million rehabilitation was the
subject of a recent article in the U-T
San Diego newspaper.
